In order to ensure prompt and proper assessment with more accuracy, the assessment
through Mobile App has been introduced as a pilot study which showed successful results.
As such, it is proposed to extend the proposal of assessment through mobile app to all EDCS
which require android mobile/tab for all Assessors/Assessment staff involved in reading works.

Meanwhile, various unions made a request to provide a separate mobile phone to the
assessment staff. Based on their request, Board has approved, vide ref. cited, to reimburse
the cost of android moble/TAB for an assessment staff who engaged in the regular LT NON-
CT assessment work, either they can use their own mobile/TAB or purchase a new android
moble/TAB with a compatibility to install TNPDCL assessment mobile app. Accordingly, the
board has approved to pay through reimbursement at Rs. 10,000/- to each Assessor/
Assessment staffs who are regularly taking assessment.

In this connection, the instructions, stated below, to be followed.

1. Sanction of Rs. 10,000/- each ssessment staff towards reimbursement of cost of android
mobile/tab to the assessors based on their request and declaration (format enclosed),
either to use their own android Mobile/Tab or purchase new android mobile/Tab for the
assessment and related works assigned to him.

2.  (A) Saction of Rs, 10,000/- each towards reimbursement of cost of andriod mobile/tab
to the Inspector of Assessments who are engaged in the regular assessment against the
assessor post vacancy and they look after the post for continuous six months on the date
of making request.

(B) As the period of assessment taken prior to this order is fixed as minimum period of
six months, the reading taken period to the furnished and confirmed by section officer concerned

and authenticated by EE concerned. Besides, the same to be confirmed by Senior Manager
/ computer centre / Central Office based on the availbale data in LT billing package.

3. Retried staff and other personnel engaged for assessment work by the contractor under
works contract or any other contract are not eligible for the above reimbursement.

4. The eligible assessment staff those who have minimum remaining service of 6 months
can claim and get reimbursement of Rs. 10,000/- in one lumpsum.

5. The Superintending Engineer/EDC concerned are authorised to sanction the approved
amount and to pass the bill for payment by adding the same in the salary bill of the
respective eligible assessment staff and to book the expenditure under ERP code :
4070128 - miscellaneous expenditure.

It may be, further, noted that manual entry/HHD entry provision will be phased out in time
bound manner.

In the Proceedings read above, orders have been issued dispensing with the method of
"Internal Selection" for appointment of officials/employees to all the posts with effect from 7th
June 2022, subject to the condition that the Internal Selection shall be considered for existing staff
who have already acquired the qualification as per the provisions of TNEB Service Regulations.
A proposal for incorporating a new provision to this effect, in the Tamil Nadu Electricity Board
Service Regulations has been evolved and the Board of TNPDCL in its 128th Meeting held on
20.02.2025 has approved the same.

2. Accordingly, in exercise of the powers conferred by Section 79(c) of the Electricity (Sup-
ply)Act, 1948 (Central Act 54 of 1948), read with Section 185 of the Electricity (Supply) Act, 2003,
G.0.Ms.No.100, Energy (B2) Department, dated 19.10.2010 and G.0.Ms.No.32, Energy (B2)
Department, dated 06.03.2024, the Tamil Nadu Power Distribution Corporation Limited (formerly
Tamil Nadu Electricity Board) makes the following amendments to the Tamil Nadu Electricity
Board Service Regulations:-

AMENDMENT

In the said Regulations, in regulation 87, under sub-regulation (10-A), the following Proviso
shall be added, namely:

However, the employees who had already
acquired the qualifications which are prescribed as pre-requisite qualification for
appointment to the posts, before 7th June 2022, shall be considered for appointment
to the posts through Internal Selection.”

With reference to the above, | am to state that as per regulation 49 of TNEB Service Regu-
lations, an employee may be appointed whether permanent or officiating, to hold full additional
charge or to discharge the current duties of one or more independent posts at one time, as a
temporary measure and grant additional pay subject to certain limits. The regulations 49(1) (iii)
as amended in (Per) FB TANGEDCO Proceedings No. 4 (SB), dt. 09.01.2023 reads as below:

Additional pay for holding full additional charge shall be granted at the rate of one fifth
of the pay drawn in the regular post or half of the minimum pay of the additional post,
whichever is less. The additional pay shall be sanctioned irrespective of the duration
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of the charge held or the number of posts of additional charge held by Class-I and I
officers only.

As per the said amended regulation, the Additional Charge Allowance for looking after the
works of more than one post, could not be sanctioned on and from 25.01.2019. However, clarifi-
cations were sought for from the Secretariat Branch for sanctioning additional charge allowance
for such arrangements even after 25.01.2019. After examining the issue, all the CEs/SEs were
clarified that no such Additional Charge Arrangement shall henceforth, be made and in the case
of administrative exigency, the incumbent shall be instructed to hold Full Additional Charge of one
post and to hold "In-charge" of other posts & vide Secretariat Branch's Lr.No.34666/A18/A181/
2019-1, dated 03.12.2019. The said clarification was issued to all the CES/SEs only for the
purpose of making additional charge arrangement and not for sanctioning additional charge al-
lowance, as the same is not at all permissible on and from 25.01.2019, i.e. the date on which
amendment has been issued to TNEB Service Regulations.

2. Further, on perusal of the Audit Slips issued by the Audit Party/Erode Region, it has been
found that they have raised objection on the arrangements which were made prior to 25.01.2019
as well, stating that the same is not in accordance with regulation 49(1)(iii) of TNEB Service
Regulations. The said contention of the Audit Party is not in order, as the restriction on sanction-
ing Additional Pay only to one post, has come into effect only from 25.01.2019 consequent on
issuance of amendment to regulation 49(1)(iii) of TNEB Service Regulations. Therefore, the
additional charge allowance sanctioned to the individuals who looked after additional charge of
more than one post at a time prior to 25.01.2019, need not be recovered from them, but the same
may be recovered from them for the period on and after 25.01.2019. The Chief Internal Audit
Officer/Audit Branch has also agreed to the aforementioned points.

Sub : Submission of Memorandum regarding EPF Pension Scheme and
Related Concerns - Reg.

Respected Sir,

We, the representatives of the Joint Action Committee of All Central Trade Unions and
Independent Federations of Tamil Nadu, are submitting this memorandum to express our serious
concerns regarding the functioning of the Employees' Provident Fund Organisation (EPFO) and
the current status of pension disbursal under the EPS-95 scheme.

When the Employees' Provident Fund Act, 1952 was enacted, it was heralded as a
landmark social security measure for the working class. Contributions from both employees and
employers were pooled, invested, and returned with interest - a reassuring promise of social
security after retirement.

In 1971, the Family Pension Scheme was introduced with contributions from the employee,
employer, and government at a ratio of 1 1/6: 1 1/6: 1 1/6 respectively. This scheme was designed
to support the families of deceased employees by providing a family pension.

Later, the Employees’' Pension Scheme (EPS) 1995 was implemented with the noble
objective of providing monthly pensions to retired employees. Under this scheme,

8.33% of the employer's contribution and 1.16% from the Government were earmarked
for pension. The pension was calculated using a formula based on the last drawn salary divided
by a factor of 70.

However, the actual pension disbursed to most retirees remains paltry and inadequate,
failing to meet the rising cost of living. While the UPA Government declared a minimum pension
of Rs.1000/- in 2010, that too for the retirees superannuated at the age of 58 years who did not
avail the facilities of commutation or return of the capital this amount is grossly insufficient today.
The working class has been persistently demanding that the minimum monthly pension be
raised to Rs.9000/, a just and necessary measure in line with inflation and basic living standards.
Unfortunately, this genuine demand has been repeatedly denied under the pretext of the
Government's financial constraints.

We place the following demands and clarifications for immediate attention:

1. Clarification on the 1971 Family Pension Fund corpus - What was the quantum of the
fund when it was merged with EPS-95, and how has it been utilized since then?

2. Disclosure of capital data of deceased pensioners - How many pensioners have died
since 1995, what was their accumulated capital, and what has been done with this fund?
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Unaccounted funds from multiple PF accounts-Prior to 2014, many migrating workers
had multiple inactive accounts due to lack of portability. These unaccounted amounts must
be transparently calculated and merged appropriately.

Lack of transparency in interest calculations - Employees are unable to verify whether
interest on their provident fund accounts is being calculated and credited properly. A
transparent mechanism must be established.

Judicial delays and denial of justice - Thousands of pensioners are forced to knock on
the doors of the judiciary to claim their rightful dues. Aglaring example is the case of retirees
of Neyveli Lignite Corporation and many other organizations who have been waiting for
years without justice.

Higher Pension Application - Lack of Clarity - The EPFO invited applications from
employees willing to contribute more towards higher pension. However, even after receiving
applications, the formula for higher pension has not been disclosed, leaving applicants
in the dark.

Inadequate and indifferent approach of EPFO officials - It is disheartening to note that
many pensioners are subjected to apathy, lack of response, and miscommunication when
seeking clarifications from EPFO offices.

We strongly urge the EPFO to:

Declare the financial status and utilisation of the pension and provident fund corpus.
Enhance the minimum pension to Rs.9000/& with DA linkage.

Ensure full transparency in fund management, account transfers, and interest calculation.
Provide time-bound redressal mechanisms to pension-related grievances.

Reveal the formula and structure for the proposed higher pension scheme.

This memorandum is being submitted as part of a state-wide demonstration organized on

08.04.2025 by the Joint Action Committee to condemn the indifferent and exploitative approach of
the EPFO towards pensioners and working-class contributors.

We sincerely hope that your esteemed office will take immediate steps to resolve these

long-pending issues in the interest of social justice and workers' welfare by adopting a friendly
approach to ensure transparency and tussle-free atmosphere.
