2. In the Government Orders third and fourth read above, orders have been issued that
the degree obtained after passing SSLC and +2 alone will be recognised for the purpose of
employement/promotion in public service and that those who possess a Post Graduate Degree
through Open University System without obtaining a basic degree cannot be considered as
possessing a Post Graduate Degree for appointment in public services. The said Government
Orders were adopted in TANGEDCO - vide Proceedings sixth read above. Based on the
orders issued in G.O. third read above, the Government in its letter fifth read above issued
clarification on the recognition of the Pre-foundation and the two years Foundation Courses
awarded by various Open Universities awarded by various Open Universities as below:

"A degree awarded by the Open Universities after passing Pre-foundation Courses and
two year Foundation Course through Open University cannot be recognized as degree as
per University Grants Commission norms for the purpose of employment/promotion in Public
Services, since such pre-foundation Course and two year Foundation Course are not
contemplated in the University Grants Commission Regulations.

Therefore, those who obtained a degree under Open Univerisity System after passing
the Pre-foundation Course and two years Foundation Course without passing 10th Standard
and +2 examination do not satisfy the conditions laid in G.O. (Ms.) No. 107, Personnel and
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Administrative Reforms (M) Department, dated 18.08.2009 which is in consonance with the
orders of Supreme Court of India".

3. Reiterating the above clarification, the Government in its G.O. eight read above,
have issued orders that the Pre-foundation course and the Foundation/Bridge Courses
awarded by various Universitites cannot be recognised as equivalent to SSLC and Higher
Secondary Course (+2) respectively based on the recommendations of the Equivalence
Committee. Whenever the Government issues any orders, notifications or clarifications to
the Government servants, the same will be adopted and clarified by TANGEDCO to its
employees and officers, Therefore, a proposal for adoption of G.O. eigth read above, has
been placed before the Board of TANGEDCO and after careful consideration, the Board of
TANGEDCO has approved the same.

In Tamil Nadu Electricity Board Service Regulations, the Minimum General Educational
Qualification of a pass in "X Standard" has been prescribed as basic qualification for
appointment to the post of Assessor. consequent on the restructuring of Tamil Nadu Electricity
Board into Corporations, viz. TNEB Ltd., TANGEDCO and TANTRANSCO, the ways and
means to improve the efficiency of administration has been examined. After implementation
of online and othe ways of collection methods, it has been felt that the officials possessing
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certain higher qualifications may perform the tasks more efficiently. Hence, a proposal for
revising the qualifications for appointment to the post of Assessor has been placed before
the Board of TANGEDCO and after careful consideration, the Board of TANGEDCO has
approved the same.

The Vigilance Cell is being consulted by the Chief Engineers, Superintending Engineers,
Administrative and Secretariat Branches seeking clearance for acceptance of resignations and
deputation of employees of the Board. When such enquires are made and when the names of
employees required are involved in enquiries or Disciplinary Proceedings is pending against
them, It becomes very difficult for Vigilance Cell to present a correct picture of the stage at which
the matter stands in the absence of correct field report. All Disciplinary Proceedings cases are
invariably delayed and the following time limit prescribed for disposal of Disciplinary Proceedings
cases in Board's Proceedings Ms. No. 34, Administrative Branch dted 29.1.1982 is not observed.

1. Director of Vigilance & Anti-Corruption cases. 180 days.
2. Departmental Disciplinary Proceedings cases. 90 days.

2. In Circular Memo. No. 11476/SS. 1/82-11 dated 31.8.1982 all the Superintending
Engineers were specifically informed to advice officeer dealing with Disciplinary Proceedings
cases to send copies of (1) Memo. calling for explanation (2) Charge Memo. (3) Findings of
Enquiry Officer and (4) Final Orders issued on each Disciplinary Proceedings case promptly to
Vigilance Cell indicating Vigilance Cell reference No. and date. These are also not sent to Vigilance
Cell properly. Further, specific instructions have been issued to all the Superintending Engineers
to send copies of orders placing an employee under suspension to Vigilance Cell for indexing.
Such suspension orders are also not received proparly in Vigilance Cell. Besides this, in D.O.
Letter No. 14668/SS. 1/891-1 dated 19.8.81 a proforma for sending monthly reports on each
Disciplinary Proceedings cases has been prescribed. It is observed that many of the
Superintending Engineers are not sending the monthly proforma regularly.

3. AllChief Engineers, Superintending Engineers and all Branches of Tamil Nadu Electricity
Board are informed that in future, copies of orders of suspension, monthly report on each
Disciplinary Proceedings cases about the stage of the Disciplinary Proceedings as per the
proforma prescribed, copies of Memoranda calling for explanations, charge memo., final orders
issued on the Disciplinary Proceedings etc. should be promptly communicated to the Vigilance
Cell indicating clearly Vigilance Cell reference No. and date.

The Government in its G.O. read above, have issued amendments to ruling (13) (ix)
under Fundamental Rule 26(a) by subsituting an expression that "the increment of a
Government servant which falls due in a quarter may be sanctioned on the first day of that
quarter even though he retires from services or expires prior to the actual date of accrual of
increment”.

The attention of the Deputy Chief Internal Audit Officer / Trichy Region is invited to the
reference cited. It is seen from the reference 1st cited that the pro-rata wages shall be paid
for the assessment in excess over the norms for the cycle and it is specifically instructed
therein (Para 13(c)) that "in the cycles having less than 10 working days for meter reading
and assessment an Assessor shall be paid pro-rata wages for the excess over norms with
reference to the number of working days available in the cycle". It is also seen from the
reference 3" cited that, "in the cycle having more than 10 working days, pro-rata wages shall
be paid for excess over the norms for 10 working days irrespective of the number of working
days available in a cycle".

The above norms are to be applicable until 21.02.2018, because the revised work
allocation was signed before the Special Joint Commissioner of Labour, Chennai on 22.02.2018
and revised work allocation was ordered in the reference 6th cited. The objections raised by
the Audit Parties are against the instruction issued in the reference 3rd cited.

In view of the above the Deputy Chief Internal Audit Officer / Trichy Region is instructed
that the pro-rata wages are to be admitted whenever the assessment is taken beyond the
cycle fixed as well as beyond 10 working days. Any objection raised not in accordance with
the above instructions shall be withdrawn without waiting for the reply since so many Trade
Unions have requested the Secretary/TANGEDCO and Joint Managing Director/ TANGEDCO
in this regard.

2. The Tamil Nadu Electricity Board Leave Regulations have been framed based on the
Fundamental Rules of Government of Tamil Nadu, and the orders issued by the Government
from time to time, in connection with the said rules, are being adopted in TANGEDCO. In view of
the above, the necessity for adoption of the Government Order read above, has been examined
in detail and decided to accept the same.

3. Accordingly, itis hereby ordered that Special Casual Leave be granted to an employee
who is undergoing Chemotherapy/Radiotherapy treatment for Cancer, everytime, for a period of
10 days starting from the day prior to the date of Chemotherapy/Radiotherapy (1 day prior to the
date of Chemotherapy/Radiotherapy +1 day for Chemotherapy-Radiotherapy + 8 days for recovery;

In the proceedings first cited, orders were issued revising the wages to the officers of
TANGEDCO with effect from 01.12.2011. In the said proceedings, among other things, orders
were issued allowing annual increment to those who have reached the maximum of the Pay
Band, so as to alleviate stagnation in drawal of increments to such officials.

2. In the proceedings second cited, orders were issued revising the Pension and
Pensionary Benefits to the pensioners of TANGEDCO who retired before 01.12.2015. Among
other things, the ceiling limit for Pension, Family Pension and Enhanced Family Pension was
revised from Rs. 38,250/- to Rs. 1,11,650/- (i.e. 50% of maximum pay in Pay Matrix of Rs.
2,23,300/-), from Rs. 22,950/- to Rs. 66,990/ (i.e. 30% of maximum pay in Pay Matrix of Rs.
2,23,300/-) and 38,250/- to Rs. 1,11,650/- respectively.

3. Inthe Memo third cited, clarification have been issued to the effect that, where the last
level of Pay Matrix exceeds to the Employees/Officers and stagnated, they shall be allowed
increment annually by arriving 3% to the last level and the same shall be shown as Personal Pay.

4. Inview of relaxation of the maximum ceiling limit, certain officials have earned increments
over and above the maximum of the highest Pay Matrix introduced with effect ftom 01.12.2015.
Now, a question has arisen as to whether the pension may be fixed at the rate of 50% of the
highest pay fixed in TANGEDCO (i.e Rs. 1,11,650) or at the rate of half of the last Pay drawn by
the Employees/Officers over and above the maximum of the highest pay in the Pay Matrix. The
issue has been examined in detail and it has been decided to issue a suitable clarification to all
the Pension Sanctioning Authorities.

5. Accordingly, all the Pension Sanctioning Authorities are hereby instructed to adhere to
provison 2 to rule 43 (2A) and proviso tu rule 43(4) of Tamil Nadu Pension Rules, 1978 (i.e., 50%
of average emoluments drawn during last ten months of service rendered or fifty percent of pay
last drawn, whichever is higher) and not to restrict the maximum ceiling while fixing the pension
at the time of retirement.
