In spite of the above instructions, instances have come to the notice of the
Government that several Writ Petitions are being filed before the Hob'ble Courts challenging

Rajendran, Grade-1 Police Constable has observed so and has directed the Government to
issue necessary circular to the appellate authorities who deal with the statutory appeals to
strictly follow the procedure and rules, while deciding the appeals in future without fail and to
the appellate authorities of other departments concerned with regard to the same.

4. It is imperative that the disciplinary proceedings are stringent and should be through
in every respect and the final order passed in such proceedings or in appeal / revisionary /
review should not get vitiated for the reason that the order is a "non speaking order". The powers
and functions of the disciplinary / appellate / revisionary / reviewing authorities are quasi-judicial
in nature and it is the bounden duty of the authorities concerned to examine the case in the
backdrop of its own facts and circumstances of each and every case and to record the reason
with due application of mind for taking such decision. The reason for passing such order must
be recorded in the operative portion of the order to be passed, without fail.

As per Section 19(vi) of Tamil Nadu Electricity Board Standing orders for non-clerical

Workmen, Earned Leave can generally be availed of by a non-clerical workman upto a
maximum of three times a year; and as per Section 13(ii) of Tamil Nadu Electricity Board
Standing orders for Clerical Workmen, Earned Leave can generally be availed of by a Clerical
workman upto a maximum of four times a year. However, the Management may, at its

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discretion, and according to the circumstances and the nature of the leave application, waive
the stipulation that earned leave can be taken only upto a maximum of three/four times in a
year as the case may be. Such a restriction has not been imposed on the officials other than
those covered under both the sets of Tamil Nadu Electricity Board Standing orders.

2. It has been brought to the notice that due to non-availability of any restrictions on the
number of spells of Earned Leave to be availed by the officials in Class I and II services, some
officials are in the habit of availing Earned Leave more frequently, the spells of which, in certain
cases, exceed more than four in a year. The issue has been examined in detail and it has
been decided to impose certain restrictions on the maximum number of spells of Earned Leave
to be availed by the officials in Class I and II services in a year.

3. Accordingly, it is hereby ordered that the maximum number of spells of Earned Leave
which can generally be availed of by the officials in Class I and II services, shall be restricted
to "Four" in a year.

This will apply to all those who
are in service as on date and due to retire on superannuation from 31.05.2021.

"The degree of Candidates who enrolled during the academic sessions 2001-2005 will stand
suspended, but they would be given an option to appear for tests to be conducted by AICTE
and if they fail to clear the tests in not more than two chances the degree stand withdrawn"
If the students clear the test/tests within the stipulated time, all the advantages/benefits
shall be restored to them and their degrees will stand revived fully.
2) Further in W.P.No. 33033 of 2019 and W.M.P. No. 33461 of 2019 The Hon'ble High

Court of Madras ordered on 06.02.2020:-
"In view of the above discussion, there shall be a direction to the 2nd respondent (CE/
Personnel) to redesignate the petitioners as Assistant Engineers in accordance with the
Service Regulations and consider their seniority from the year 2009 onwards and fit them
accordingly, in the seniority list. Appropriate Orders shall be passed in this regard within
a period of four weeks from the date of receipt of copy of this order.
This writ petition is allowed with the above directions. No costs. Consequently, the
connected miscellaneous petition is closed".

comes under the Court Orders (ie) who enrolled during the academic sessions 2001-2005 in
Vinayaga Missions University and completed their degree Course thro' Distance Education
