In the Government Order second read above, the Government have accorded sanction for payment of
Bonus and Ex-gratia to the employees of the State Public Sector Undertakings.

2. In pursuance of the above Government Order, it is hereby ordered that the Workmen of the TANGEDCO/
TANTRANSCO covered by the Wage Settlement (Class Ill and V), be paid a Bonus calculated at the rate of
8.33% of the salary (or) wage earned by them during the financial year 2021-2022, subject to and in accordance
with the provisions of the Payment of Bonus Act, 1965 and as amended under the revised Bonus Act, 2015.

3. The workmen of the TANGEDCO/TANTRANSCO (monthly paid and full-time workmen), Helper (Trainees),
Office Helper (Trainees), Assessors (Trainees), Mazdoor (Trainees) appointed with the time scale of pay and
Gangman (Trainee) appointed on consolidated wages and also the workmen of the State Government, Central
Government and other organisations, who had worked with Board on deputation during the financial year 2021-
2022 drawing a salary (or) wage, including those drawing pay exceeding Rs. 21,000/- per month, will be eligible
for the Bonus sanctioned in para-2 above.

4. The Part-time Sweepers and Sanitary workers who are getting the time scale of pay d uring the financial
year 2021-2022, drawing the salary (or) wage, are also eligible for the Bonus sanctioned in para-2 above.

5. It is also ordered that the workmen of the Board covered by the Wage Settlement (Class IIl and IV) and
the deputationists, entitled to get Bonus with reference to the orders in para 2, 3 and 4 above, shall also be paid
an Ex-gratia at the rate of 1.67% of the salary (or) wage eamned by them, during the financial year 2021-2022.

6. The contract labourers who have been absorbed as Mazdoor (Trainee), during the year 2021-2022 are
eligible only for the Bonus and Ex-gratia in a proportionate manner for the period they had worked in the above
post. Further, where the salary (or) wage of a workman entitied to Bonus exceeds Rs. 7,000/~ (Rupees Seven

thousand only) per mensem, the Bonus payable to such workan shall be calculate as if his salary (or) wage
is Rs. 7,000/- (Rupees Seven thousand only). The maximum Bonus amount payable shall be Rs. 6,997/-
(Rupees Six thousand Nine hundred and ninety seven only).

7. Salary (or) wage for the purpose of payment of Bonus will include the following:-
(a) Bonus Pay-Leave Salary;

b) Dearness Pay;

c) All classes of special pay (including Short hand and Typewriting Special Pay);
d) Personal Pay;

) Additional Pay for additional charge;

f) Additional days wage paid for work on National Holidays and Festival Holidays;
g) Dearness Allowannce;

h) Personal Compensatory Allowance given for protecting loss of pay; and

i) Deputation Allowance.

The term 'Salary' or 'Wage' will not include Interim Relief, over-time pay and allowances and any pay and
allowance other than those mentioned from (a) to (i) above. Salary (or) Wage for the leave surrendered by an
employee during 2021-2022 should not be taken into account for computation of Bonus.

8. All the workmen, who had worked in the establishment for not less than thirty working days in the financial
year 2021-2022, are entitied to the payment of Bonus.

9. The Ex-gratia amount payable shall be Rs. 1,403/- (Rupees One thousand Four hundred and three only).
This Ex-gratia will be reduced on actual basis if a workman had not worked on all the working days in the
financial year 2021-2022 as per the provisions of Section 13 of the Payment of Bonus Act, 1965 and as amended
in Revised Bonus Act, 2015.

10. The Bonus and Ex-gratia payable to Workman shall also be calculated, as if his/her salary (or) wage
is Rs. 7,000/- (Rupees Seven thousand only) per mensem. Under this method, the Bonus and Ex-gratia amount
payable shall be Rs. 6.997/- and Rs. 1,403/- respectively. The Bonus and Ex-gratia payable to a Workman shall
not exceed Rs. 8,400/- (Rupees Eight thousand and Four hundred only) for the full year.

11. The TANGEDCO also directs that the workman, who is now udner suspension, but was on duty during
the financial year 2021-2022, also be paid Bonus for the year 2021-2022 subject to the conditions mentioned above.

12. If, during any part of the financial year 2021-2022, a workman covered by the Wages Settlement was
promoted to officer category, he/she shall also be paid the Bonus in a proportionate manner for the period he/
she had worked in the workmen category.

13. The workman covered by the Wage Settlement, who had worked in the financial year 2021-2022 fully
(or) partly, but had retired (or) died subsequently shall be paid the Bonus fully (or) proportionately, as the case
may be to the legal heir of the deceased.

14. The expenditure on the payment of Bonus shall be debitable to the following head of account:
"TANGEDCO Funds - Revenue Expenses - Account No. 75.501" and the expenditure on the payment of Ex-
gratia shall be debitable to "Account No. 75.502".

15. The TANGEDCO also directs that the Bonus payment for the year 2021-2022 should be disbursed
immediately by cashless mode of Electronic Clearance System (ECS) to all the eligible employees of TANGEDCO/
TANTRANSCO on 19.10.2022.

In the Proceedings first read above, among other things, orders were issued allowing 31% of Dearness
Allowance to the Pensioners/Family Pensioners of Tamil Nadu Generation and Distribution Corporation Limited
with effect from 01.01.2022.

2. In the Government Order second read above, orders have been issued revising the rate of Deamess
Allowance from 31% to 34%, payable to the Pensioners/Family Pensioners of the Government with effect from 1st
July, 2022. It has been decided to extend the same benefit to the Pensioners/Family Pensioners of TANGEDCO.

3. Accordingly, it is hereby ordered that the Pensioners/Family Pensioners of TANGEDCO, be paid
Dearness Allowance with effect from 1st July 2022 at the following rates:-

Date from which Revised rate of Dearness Allowance
payable (per month)
1st July, 2022 34% of Basic Pension/Family Pension

4. The increased rate of Dearness Allowance from 31% to 34%, ordered in para-2 above, shall be paid
to the Pensioners/Family Pensioners along with the pension/family pension from the month of November 2022.

5. Consequent on increase in the rate of Dearness Allowance from 31% to 34%, the arrears for the period
from 01.07.2022 to 31.10.2022 (i.e. from July to October) as ordered in para-2 above, shall be paid to the
Pensioners/Family Pensioners on 05.11.2022.

6. The amount of Dearness allowance involving a fraction of a rupee shall be rounded off to the next higher
rupee, if such fraction is 50 paise and above and shall be ignored if it is less than 50 paise.

7. In the case of divisible Family Pension, the Dearness Allowance shall also be paid proportionately.

Proceedings:

The Government in its G.O. first read above, had issued orders increasing the age of superannuation of
Government servants from 58 years to 59 years. The said G.O. had been adopted in TANGEDCO and orders
were issued increasing the age of superannuation of the officials in Officers categories (Class-I & Il services)
and Workmen categories (Class-lll & IV services) from 58 to 59 years - vide Proceedings second and third read
above, Subsequently, the Government in its G.O., fitth read above, had issued orders increasing the age of
superannuation of Government servants from 59 years to 60 years. The said G.O. had also been adopted in
TANGEDCO and orders were issued increasing the age of superannuation of the officers/employees of
TANGEDCO on superannuation from 59 years to 60 years - vide Proceedings sixth read above. The Government
in orders fourth and seventh read above, had issued amendments to rule 56(1) (a) of Fundamental Rules
enahancing the age of employees from 58 to 59 and from 59 to 60 respectively. By adopting the said G.Os.,
orders have been issued, amending regulation 17 of Tamil Nadu Electricity Board Service Regulations, enhancing
the age of superannuation of employees from 58 years to 60 years - vide Proceedings eighth read above.

2. As per rule 56 of the Fundamental Rules, the Government servants who proceed on Voluntary Retirement
before attaining the age of 58 years, shall be allowed additional service weightage of upto 5 years with reference
to their age and with reference to thei qualifying service, so as to allow additional pension and pensionary benefits
to them. The same benefit is being extended to the employees of TANGEDCO also, as per regulation 17(gg)
of TNEB Service Regulations. Consequent on increase in the age of superannuation of Government servants
initially from 58 years to 59 years and thereafter from 59 years to 60 years, the additional service weightage could
not be allowed to those who retired voluntarily from service after attaining the age of (i) 58 years but before 59
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years; and (i) 59 years but before 60 years, as the case may be. Now, the Government in its G.O. ninth read
above, have issued amendments to rule 56 of Tamil Nadu Government Fundamental Rules, revising the service
weightage with reference to the age for Government servants.

3. The Tamil Nadu Electricity Board Service Regulations have been framed based on the Tamil Nadu
State and Subordinate Services Rules (repealed as Tamil Nadu Government Servants (Conditions of Services)
Act 2016) and the Fundamental Rules of Government of Tamil Nadu. The regulation 17 of TNEB Service
Regulations is corresponding to rule 56 of the Fundamental Rules. Hence, a proposal for making amendments
to the said regulation based on the orders issued by the Government in its G.O. ninth read above, has been
considered and approved by the Board of TANGEDCO.

4. Accordingly, in exercisee of the powers conferred by Section 79(c) of the Electricity (Supply) Act, 1948 (Central
Act 54 of 1948), read with Section 185 of the Electricity (Supply) Act, 2003 and G.O.Ms. No. 100, Energy (B2)
Department, dated 19.10.2010, the Tamil Nadu Generation and Distribution Corporation Limited (formerly Tamil Nadu
Electricity Board) makes the following amendments to the Tamil Nadu Electricity Board Service Regulations:-

Proceedings cases. In the reference second cited, a flow chart to watch the progress of the Disciplinary
Proceeding cases had also been prescribed. In the reference third cited, specific instructions have been issued
in dealing with disciplinary cases in order to avoid unnecessary delays. The above orders were reiterated in the
references fourth and fifth cited.

2. In the reference sixth cited, certain guidelines have also been issued to all the Competent Authorities
in connection with the limitations in the period of suspension of the delinquent officials/employees and
supplementary instrctions based on various directives of Supreme Court of India with regard to suspension
cases, were communicated to all the Competent Authorities - vide reference seventh cited.

3. In the reference eighth cited, the Government have issued a Compendium of instrctions on review of
suspension cases pending enquiry intograve charges and the Time limit for finalisation of Disciplinary Proceedings.
A copy of the same is communicated to all the Disciplinary Authorities for strict adherence. [Rules 17(a), 17(b)
and 17(3) (6) of Tamil Nadu Civil Services (Discipline and Appeal) Rules, as quoted in the said G.O., are
corresponding to regulations 8(a), 8(b) and 9(e) of Tamil Nadu Electricity Board Employees' Discipline and
Appeal Regulations respectively].

ORDER:

In the Government letter first read above, time limits were prescribed for conducting
inquires by the appropriate investigating authorities/ inquires by the Tribunal for Disciplinary
Proceedings and for finalizing the disciplinary cases from each and every stage of the disciplinary
proceedings.
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2. In the Government Order second read above, instructions were issued to follow the
time limit prescribed for finalization of disciplinary cases and also to review the suspension
cases periodically at the appropriate level in order to examine whether the suspension
could be revoked for reinstatement into service pending disciplinary cases or it could be
continued.

3. In the Government letter third read above, based on the directions of the Hon'ble
Supreme Court of India in Ajay Kumar Choudhary Vs Union of India through its Secretary and
Another in Civil Appeal No. 1912 of 2015 (Arising out of SLP (C) No. 31761 of 2013) dated
16.02.2015, the Departments of the Secretariat and the Heads of Department were requested
to follow the directions ordered by the Hon'ble Supreme Court on the limitations in the period
of suspension in letter and spirit as follows:-

i)  The currency of a suspension order should not extend beyond three months, if
within this period the Memorandum of Charges / Charge Sheet is not served on
the delinquent officer / employee.

i) If the Memorandum of Charges / Charge sheet is served a reasoned order must
be passed for the extension of the suspension.

4. Subsequently, in view of the admitted fact that the gravity of misconduct in a disciplinary
proceeding arising out of vigilance case / criminal case is alarmingly more than that of the
other disciplinary proceedings and considering the sensitiveness of corruption cases, orders
were issued that the limitation of suspension specified in the letter third read above will be
applicable only to the departmental disciplinary case / inquiries pertaining to non-vigilance
cases and / or non-criminal cases vide Government letter fourth read above.

5. The full Bench of Madras High Court in its common order dated 15.3.2022 in W.P.Nos.
2165 of 2015 and 21628 of 2018 in the case of P.Kannan and Another Vs. The Commissioner
of Municipal Administration and others has held as follows:-

“(i) The judgement of the Apex Court in the case of Ajay Kumar Choudhary, supra, does
not lay down absolute proposition of law that an order of suspension cannot be
continued beyond the period of three months, if the memorandum of charges /
charge sheet has nbot been served within three months, or if memorandum of
charges / charge sheet is served without reasoned order of extension.

XXXX XXXXXX XXXXXX  XXXXXX

(i) The issue of challenge to the order of suspension should be analyzed on the
facts of each case, considering the gravity of the charges and the rules
applicable.

(iv) Revocation of suspension with a direction to the employer to post the delinquent in
a non-sensitive post cannot be endorsed or directed as a matter of course. It has
to be based on the facts of each case and after noticing the reason for the delay in
serving the memorandum of charges / charge sheet."
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6. In the letter sixth read above, the Additional Advocate General-l of Tamil Nadu has stated
that during the hearing in Writ Petition No. 13760/2020, batch cases, praying to revoke the
order of suspension, the Hon'ble Judge has suggested that the instructions / guidelines first
and second read above have to be reiterated by issuing a compendium of Government Order
enabling the concened officials to act upon in a time frame in consideration of early disposal
of suspension cases, so as to avioud prolonged suspension by incurring infructuous payment
of subsistence allowance indefinitely to the delinquent suspended employees without doing
any work.

7. The Learned Advocate General of Tamil Nadu in the letter seventh read above has
requested the Government to issue appropriate instructions as directed by the Hon'ble HighCourt
in Writ Petition No. 13760/2020.

8. The Government have examined the issue based on the order of the Hon'ble High
Court of Madras along with the instructions in force, As per the existing instructions, pending
suspension cases have to be reviewed periodically by the authorities concerned as to whether
the suspension needs to continued or revoked, taking into consideration of the facts and
circumstances of the case. It is noticed that the authorities concerned have not made such
review in time, resulting in passing of adverse comments by the High Court in various cases
and inssuance of directions to take appropriate action in this regard to curtail the payment of
subsistence allowance indefinitely to the delinquent officer without extracting any work.

9. Besides, it is brought to the notice that the time limits prescribed in the letter first read
above for the expeditious disposal of the disciplinary cases have not been followed by the
authorities concerned. Though the Government have issued orders reiterating the said
instructions periodically, it is found that there is slackness in adhering to the said instructions
and enormous delay in processing and finalizing the disciplinary proceedings, in several
cases. Such undue delay may cause unnecessary litigation and provide advantage / harassment
to the charged officer. It is likely that unjustified delay may result in quashing of the disciplinary
proceedings by the Court of Law and consequently the disciplinary authorities may not be in
a position to impose any penalty on the erring officials, notwithstanding the fact that the
charges stand proved.

10. Further, the inordinate delay in completion of departmental proceedings on the part
of the Department concerned has attracted adverse comments from the Hon'ble High Court
of Madras in Writ Appeal No. 646 of 2021. In the said Writ Appeal, the Hon'ble High Court of
Madras in its judgment dated 15.09.2021 fifth read above has directed the Government to take
appropriate action in prescribing outer time limit within which each and every stage of the
departmental proceedings has to be crossed.

11. The Government, after careful examination, reiterates the guidelines issued in the
Government Order second read above with slight modiciation as follows:-

(i) The power of ordering suspension should be exercised carefully and with restraint.
Before a suspension order is issued, the authority concerned must be clear in mind
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that it is necessary. Prolonged suspension means that Government pays a
Government Servant without extracting any work from him. In view of the above
position, the suspension shoudl not be resorted to unless the concerned authority
has considered all the relevant factors and recorded his reasoned conclusion that
it is in the public interest to place the Government Servant under suspension.

(i) Where a Government Servant has been suspended on disciplinary proceedings
contemplated, such proceedings should be initiated immediately and finalized normally
within a period of six months.

(i) In cases, where a Government Servant has been suspended and the matter has
been referred for investigation to the Director of Vigilance and Anti-Corruption for
enquiry, the latter should complete the enquiry and send the report to Government
through the Vigilance Commission within one year.

(iv) In respect of cases referred to under items (ii) and (i) above, the authority who ordered
the suspension or the Director of Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, as the case may be,
should, before the expiry of the period of three months, report the matter to the Head
of the Department / Government, indicating the progress of the disciplinary action /
investigation by the Director of Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, the reasons for non
completion of the work and the further time required for completing the disciplinary
action / investigation and furnish reasons for continuing the suspension, if continued
suspension is felt essential. If the authority which initiated action in the first instance is
the Head of the Department, the report has to be sent to Government.

(v) After the initial report referred to in item (iv) above, reports should be sent to
Government at the end of every three months, indicating the further progress, so as
to enable the Government to review the suspension and the progress of the case,
for such actions as may be necessary to ensure expeditious disposal.

(vi) The Head of the Department or the Government as the case may be, will examine
the cases with reference to the subject matter of the disciplinary action / investigation
in progress and the reported stage of progress and permit the continued suspension
beyond three moths / six months. Where the Government itself, have ordered
suspension, it will examine the case on the sme lines and pass similar order.

(vii) The disciplinary authorities should ensure that the delay in processing the case is
not due to delaying tactics of the Government Servant. They should ensure that all
notices issued to be suspended Government Servant should reach him without any
loss of time.

(viii) When the disciplinary authority comes to a conclusion suo-motu or after conclusion
of the investigation by the Director of Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, the disciplinary
authority shall, while initiating action be issue of charges under Rule 17(b) of the
Tamil Nadu Civil Services (Discipline and Appeal) Rules or under Rule 3(b) of the
Tamil Nadu Subordinate Services (Discipline and Appela) Rules, 1955, as the case
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(ix)

x)

(ix)

may be, examine with reference to the facts established, which from the basis for
the charges, wheter public interest or the needs for further proceedings will require
continued suspension of the Government Servant already under suspension.

The time limits mentioned above will not be applicable to cases of Government
Servants against wohom criminal proceedings have been initiated. However, while
sanctioning prosecution in such a criminal case, an examination similar to the one
mentioned in item (viii) above shuall be made by the competent authority.

If, on examination of the case under items (vi), (viiii) or (ix) above, continued suspension
is considered not necessary, the suspension may be revoked in exercise of the
powers conferred under Rule 17(e) (6) of the Tamil Nadu Civil Services (Discipline
and Appeal) Rules or under Rule 3(e) (5) of the Tamil Nadu Police Subordinate
Services (Discipline and Appeal) Rules, 1955, as the case may be.

In cases where the charge in the criminal case involves complicated questions of
law and fact and the disciplinary authority is not in a position to finalize the departmental
disciplinary proceeding and if the criminal case is based on the vigilance report and
is pending before the court of law for which no reasons are explained explicitly, the
authority competend may take a decision by taking up review of suspension and post
the Government Servant in a non-sensitive place in consultation with the appropriate
investigating authority / Vigilance Commission on case to case basis in view of the
reason that prolonged suspension and paying subsistence allowance for a long
period without extracting work is not at all acceptable. Such revocation of suspension
can be made based on the facts of each case and after noticing the reason for the
delay in serving the memorandam of charges / charge sheet. The decision of the
Hon'ble High Court of Madras in P.Kannan case, given in para 5 above, shall be
taken into account.

(xiii) Suspension will continue to be in force unless it is revoked as mentioned under item

(x) above.

12. The Government also reiterate the time limit prescribed in the Government letter first
read above for processing the disciplinary proceedings so as to ensure that there is no
unwarranted delay in finalizing them, as follows:-

The following aspects should be taken into consideration while adhering to the time-limit
prescribed above:-

(i) The above time limits should be followed and delay should be eliminated while processing
disciplinary cases. The choice of the rule under which the disciplinary proceedings should be
initiated is very important and the disciplinary authorities are expected to take decision regarding
the rule under which disciplinary action should be initiated with due regard to the nature of
lapses committed. Indiscriminate recourse to Rule 17(b) will only cause delay in finalising the
disciplinary proceedings.
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(i) The disciplinary authorities, if for any valid reason, are not able to adhere to the above
time limits, should obtain the specific orders of the next higher authority for grant of
extension of time, explaining the circumstances under which it has not been possible
to process the case within the time limit prescribed.

(i) In cases, where the delay occurs due to non-cooperation on the part of the accused
officers, it is not necessary to wait indefinitely either for their explanation or for their
appearance before the inquiry officers. Reminder shall be served on the accused
officers to submit their explanations and where the explanations are not received in
spite of the reminder without valid reasons, the disciplinary authorities can proceed
on the assumption that the accused officers have no explanation to offer. Similarly,
where the accused officers are required to appear before the inquiry officers and
where they faily to do so without valid reasons, even after serving reminder on them,
the inquiry officers may proceed to conduct ex-parte inquires, in accordance with
rules and procedures and submit their reports.

(iv) The object behind the issue of these instructions is that all delays while processing
disciplinary cases should be avoided. At the same time, it should be clearly
remembered that while handling the disciplinary cases, all the procedures and
formalities contemplated in the rules should be followed without fail.

(v) Deliberate and arbitrary delay in inquiring the cases on the part of the inquiry officer
or on the part of the disciplinary authority, as the case may be, without valid reasons
shall be treated as an abetment to shield the delinquent officer and severe disciplinary
action should be taken against the concerned authorities / offcials.

13. All the authorities who deal with the disciplinary matters should follow the guidelines/
time limits prescribed in paras 11 and 12 above, strictly, without any deviation, falling which
severe action will be pursued against the officials responsible for their lapses.

14. All the Departments of Secretariat and Heads of Department are directed to issue
suitable instructions to all the authorities concerned under their control, in this regard.
